Light switch position
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1 Raise the car.

2 Remove the spoiler shield, unplug the bumper
connector and remove it from the holder on the
spoiler shield.

14 Remove the light switch position by pressing
from behind the panel.

15 Unplug the connector.

16 Plug in the connector to the new light switch
position.

17 Press in the light switch position.

18 Fit the cover onto the electrical centre in the
dashboard.

19 Connect the diagnostic tool, select car and
model year, select “All”, select “Add/Remove”,
select the accessory and then “Add”.

Example: In Europe, in accordance with "Whole
Vehicle Type Approval", it must be possible to
switch on the fog light irrespective of whether
parking lamps, dipped beam or main beam are
switched on. In the USA it must not be possible
to switch on the fog light in combination with
main beam. In addition, there are differing legal
requirements in certain countries. In Sweden,
for example, it is not permitted to have the fog
light switched on in combination with dipped
beam. Study the legal requirements in force for
the country in question.
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
